Motion was made by Councilmember Noble and seconded by Councilmember Ross that an ordinance increasing court costs to $70.00 be accepted and was then placed on final passage by roll call vote of the following vote.  AYE: Heath Robinson, Larry Ross, Tom Noble, Tim Kampsen (4)   NAY:  None.  Ordinance was declared passed and was given No. 2448.
Motion was made by Councilmember Ross that $250.00 be donated to the 2020 Silver Lake Easter Egg Hunt Committee.  Motion was seconded by Councilmember Noble and approved.

D.A.R.E. graduation will be held on May 8, 2020, in the performing arts center at Silver Lake High School.  Brad is putting a t-shirt order together for the D.A.R.E. class.
The new part-time police officer has started working.

The Lions Club is hosting a community meeting on Saturday February 22, 2020.
